[FROM PARTICIPANTS]
1. Where can | find a list of DoD Manufacturers in my area?

a. The project team will be utilizing a database to target communication campaign in coordination
with awarded colleges. Local colleges, in coordination with the project team, will develop
outreach campaigns and webinars to solicit the appropriate partnerships. If you have local
companies, we can look up if they qualify.

2. How many hours are needed for the faculty externship?
a. That will be determined by the grant administration team, the faculty member and the
manufacturing site selected. It is the desire of the team that each faculty member will spend at
least eight hours at the industry partner site (this could be one day or broken up over several).

3. How old must the student intern be at the time of internship?
a. Because this is a Federal Grant, all participants must be at least 18 years old at the time of
internship.

4. Are the Faculty going to select students and then they are going to get sent to different locations across
the nation?
a. Everything is going to be in California and ideally the same place that the faculty externship will be

the site where the student interns, so we are working with the same people.
If you do not have an existing employer relationship, we will help you find an employer that can
work with you and possibly with two student interns, you can have one or two sites where the
students are working. We have a database of these DOD companies in California for which we
essentially do a marketing campaign to. We talk about this project where they would benefit
from adopting some of our interns. The first phase is the faculty externship with a company to
learn what the company does and to negotiate the scope of the internship. Then you select the
students that would eventually be the intern(s) there.

5. What is the timing for choosing the 2 interns?
a. Ouridea is that intern candidates will be selected this summer or early in the fall term, once we
are back to in-person instruction.
